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Introduction

The Board of Directors of Perinton Ecumenical Ministries, Inc. (PEM) and Ecumenical Ministries of Perinton, Inc. (EMP) provide this annual report to our 13 member churches which collectively own these corporations and appoint one director to these boards. As your representatives to these corporations, we appreciate your continuing support.  We are publishing this report to help our church communities become more familiar with the important work of the ministries and the support provided to them by the umbrella corporations.

Perinton Ecumenical Ministries, Inc. (PEM) - Advent House 

Founded in 1990, this Corporation is the legal structure for Advent House, the non-profit comfort care home in Perinton, which provides an alternative living arrangement for the terminally ill when they can no longer be cared for in their own homes. The home operates with seven staff members (one full time director, three-part time administrators and three weekend nurses) and many volunteer “angels” who do everything from cleaning, gardening or stuffing envelopes to hands on resident care.  There are no charges to the residents or their families nor are insurance monies received for residents’ care. The Corporation conducts a financial audit every year. Advent House is totally dependent on donations and volunteer support to ensure the continuation of this care- giving ministry. 

During this fiscal year, we have cared for 20 residents and provided extensive family support, referrals and information. The House remains a valuable community asset. Major fundraisers, including the Dinner Dance &Auction, Golf Tournament & Garage Sale, were very successful.  Representatives of Advent House are always eager to visit churches, participate in Mission Sundays, provide information about Advent House and welcome new volunteers. Ecumenical Ministries of Perinton, Inc. (EMP) 

This Corporation serves as the legal entity encompassing Fairport Good Neighbor Fund, Perinton Congregations for Flower City Habitat for Humanity, and Prison Ministries of Upstate New York. With continuing financial support from member churches, EMP was again able to cover the costs of insurance premiums, tax reporting requirements, information brochures, updating our website and a continued search for new ministries.  A brief summary of the existing individual EMP ministries is given below:

Fairport Good Neighbor Fund (FGNF) was established as an emergency fund managed by the members of the Perinton Pastoral Association with donations from community congregations and organizations. It is administered with the assistance of Frank DeChalais, the Treasurer. Residents of the zip code 14450 and/or congregation members apply for emergency assistance to a member congregation for assistance where it is determined if it is an emergency. The treasurer interviews the requester and the vendor that is owed funds for verification. The treasurer makes payment(s) to the vendor(s) with a maximum of $750.00 per requester per 12-month period. This year there was a decrease in contributions of 18% and 15.5% in expenses. The treasurer believes the decrease in expenses may be due to a warmer winter, decreasing utility costs and certainly fewer (2014/15 - 42 and 2015/16 -34) applicants.
Perinton Congregations for Flower City Habitat for Humanity (FCHH) was started in 1998 when Flower City Habitat for Humanity contacted EMP to request our support in helping to build quality, affordable housing for those in need. FCHH soon became an official ministry of EMP. Since then the faith community of Perinton has raised the funds and recruited volunteers to build six Habitat homes in the city of Rochester, working side by side with the future owners. We are now on a cycle of raising funds and building every three years. During the past year we received sufficient pledges from member churches to build our seventh house in 2017. Prison Ministry of Upstate New York (PMUNY) became legally affiliated with Ecumenical Ministries of Perinton (EMP) on July 1, 2015. PMUNY’s mission is to encourage incarcerated men and women to know the peace of Jesus and to live more fully as Christians during and after incarceration. PMUNY accomplishes this by reaching out to community groups and churches for support and by recruiting volunteers who offer spiritual retreats primarily in 5 upstate NY correctional facilities including: Wende Correctional, Alden, NY, Attica Correctional, Attica, NY, Groveland Correctional and Livingston Correctional, Sonyea, New York and Auburn Correctional, Auburn, NY. Thus far this year PMUNY has financially supported 4 Resident Encounter Christ retreats (with additional pending requests). In addition, PMUNY has extended its support to a “Fully Alive” Retreat at Albion Correctional, “Houses of Healing” programs in the Monroe County Jail and the “Coffee Connection” a program offering “coffee with a cause” assisting women (many coming out of prison) sustain recovery and self-sufficient lives.  All totaled PMUNY has engaged approximately 80 Volunteers and 120 incarcerated individuals. We have spoken at numerous churches & groups and would be delighted to make a presentation at your church about ways your community can help with these rewarding ministries of faith, healing and reconciliation.
